c. Roberto Clemente Student Development Center is an 8 -12 grade
alternative education program for students who require a smaller,
more structured and nurturing environment. Students are self-referred
or referred by another district middle or high school.

d. A2 Technology High (formally Stone High School) isa 9 -12
alternative high school that offers a smaller learning environment with
a variety of credit recovery options, individualized student learning
programs, and hybrid schedules.
